The
700,000 valiant Jews of Israel are strug-
gling apainst the most terrible odds in
defense of their lives, their homes and
their country—to protect their future and
that of the entire democratic world, In
Europe, 250,000 homeless displaced Jews
still await emigration to Israel, the United
States and other free lande, while ad-

people in Burope, North Africa and the
Middle East must have our help if they
are merely to stay alive.

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LIVING IN TIMES OF GREATNESS

Though weeks have passed since that great and memorable event of our era,
yet we are still tinged with emotion. Our hearts still overflow with prayer and
thanksgiving. In the weeks, months and years that are to come, will the majestic
theme of Jewish national rebirth still dominate our symphony of life. This is as it
should be, for we have waited much too long for this historic event. It marked the
culmination of a two thousand-year-long effort of our people to regain statehood
in its own homeland.

The new - old state is being won by courageous action. on the battlefield, in
defense of its sovereignty from disruption by the invader. Qur hearts, overflowing
with joy and gladness for the opportunity that is ours, are saddened by anxiety and
trepidation for the well-being and safety of our brethren.

These events taking shape in the land of Israel are in perfect harmony with the
theme “And ye shall be unto me a kingdom of priests and a holy nation,” which
permeates the Shavuot Biblical reading. For these very same events in Palestine are
the most concrete example of Holiness in action. They are the most vivid panorama
of a people inspired and motivated by a dynamic national consecration.

How meaningful the fact that our Rabbis paraphrase the text of *Ye shall be
holy™ to read as “separated shall ye be.” And the Yishuv wday is a community of
“Perushim,” who have successfully separated themselves and the entire Jewish people
from the anomalous character of pur national homelessness, For they no longer wish
to exist as a barren “dalia nidahat™, as a mere national drifter in the destinies of
history, for with the help of the Almighty they have resolved to fashion and mold
Israel’s own historic destiny.

Our people have cast off the shackles of a nomadic people on the international
highways of the world. By the blood of their hearts are the courageous minute-men
of the Yishuv giving birth to glorious dates in the daily countings of Israel. Our
Halutzim are, however, succeeding not culy in getting the Jews out of the Galuth,
out of the Exile, but they are succeeding in the great mission of getting the Galuth
out of the Jews. They are realizing by super-human efforts the age-old dreams and
yearnings of Israel to restore the land to the people and the people to the land.

Now, indeed, has come the moment for the Jews all over the world to proclaim
and remember that these Halutzim and Halutzot on the hills and valleys of our
beautiful homeland are “Kedoshim” who have dedicated and consecrated their
energies, their fortunes and their very lives, if need be, for the inalienable right of
all nations to have their own state.

How truly blessed and fortunate are we who have the rare privilege to live in
such times of greatness, able to sce the glorious generation of lsrael’s sons and
daughters. Here is a generation that says, no longer will we be sacrificed on every
strange altar of the globe. No longer will Israel nurture and fructify with its bload
and sweat the strange fields of other nations. If sacrifices are necessary, then let
them be on our “mizbeach™, on our own altar, fighting for our survival, striving for
aur own dignity and honor. In Bretz-Yisrael will the blood mingle with that of the
Maccabees, the Akivas, the Bar Kochvas and all the other “giborei hauma™ who
fought and who died for Jewish independence.

May we of American Israel, we who are an organic part of the “goi kodosh™,
may we be moved to join the Yishuv in this “Milhemet Mitzvah™ in this zero
hour of crisis. By viewing the sacrifices and heroism of the Yishuv, may we be
inepired to consecrate ourselves and our fortunes to help bring about the complete

realization of Isracl’s dream. )

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SHAVUOT

At a season of blessing in early summer
when the earth is bedecked with the gay
colars of its rich vegetation, and when man
is engaged in the reaping of a beautiful
harvest, Jsrael pauses to observe a festival of
thanks to the Almighty for His kindness. In
the harvest one may not say “my strength
and the power of my hand made me this
wealth,” Rather must man realize in his pride
in his harvest, that “unto God is the easth
and its yield."

It was fitting that at this same scason of
the year the Torah was revealed to mankind;
for at such a time of harvest when man may
be inclined to pursue the path of greed. he is
in need of a “way of life” to guide his
activities. The Torah has even been such a
guide to Israel, reminding him of his obli-
gations to his Maker. It has always guided its
followers in their relationship with their
fellow men. “Not by bread alone™ must man
live, but by the words of God.
